	 It was an eye opening expe-
rience. In each class I also asked 
how many of the students had 
seen a dead body in the street in 
their neighborhood. One student 
laughed and told me, “You should 
ask us how many of us have not 
seen one.” In every class almost 
every hand went up. Unfortu-
nately, many of the kids from this 
school will meet a similar fate. 
But thank God we were able to 
share the hope of the Gospel with 
them.
 	 Now, as we walk around the 
neighborhood we can hear the 
children whispering, “There they 
are, the Americans.” As a result 
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John 15:11 These things have 
I spoken unto you, that my joy 
might remain in you, and that 

your joy might be full.
